SPUR CROSS RANCH
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Common Ground

The first public open house for the Spur Cross Ranch Conservation Area (SCRCA)
Master Plan was conducted almost one year ago. Since that time, hundreds of comments
have been received, and considered from the public, stakeholder groups and agencies.
The second round of public and stakeholder events were held in January 2003. The
overall prevailing comment received throughout the process has been that SCRCA is an
extraordinarily rare and unique resource that should be conserved and protected

in perpetuity.

The Vision

Early in the planning process, the following vision statement provided the framework
to work towards a delicate balance between the conservation of natural and cultural
resources of SCRCA and its public use:

“To protect and enhance the conservation area’s archaeological,
historical, and natural resources, including the integrity of
its ecological processes, while providing opportunities for
non-motorized public day-use recreation and education.”

Update

The SCRCA planning team, in conjunction with input received from the public and
stakeholders, has selected a management zone alternative to move forward in the planning
process (Figure 1). This selection was based, in part, on public and stakeholder input
received during the January 2003 meetings as well as criteria contained within the
U.S. Department of Agriculture Limits of Acceptable Change (LAC) (General Technical
Report INT-176, January 1985). Comments received during these meetings can be viewed
at: www.maricopa.gov/parks/spur_cross.

Three management zone alternatives were presented to the public and stakeholders
in January 2003. The selected Preferred Alternative represents a balanced hybrid of the
three alternatives presented and incorporates two primary comments that were voiced:

1. The “back-country” management zone was not needed.
2. The alignment of the proposed Maricopa County Regional
Trail was preferred to be the shorter alignment, which also
stayed below the upper mesa areas of SCRCA.
Major allowable uses within the Preferred Alternative’s management zones are shown
as pictograms within the map on the following page.
